Garden Club Scholarships
Each year various garden clubs raise money for CSUN scholarships. In the past, they have included

· The Richard Duenckel Scholarship from the Toluca Lake Garden Club
· The West Valley Garden Club Scholarship

· The Sherman Oaks Garden Club Scholarship

Exactly how to align student applications with clubs varies, and we try to spread the money out among students who are pursuing the study of plants. The amount of the award also varies, but has generally been $1000 or more. They money can be used to pay tuition and fees, books, etc. Students who are selected for a scholarship are expected to write a letter of appreciation to the club and often to attend a meeting of the club to give a short presentation.
Applicant Merit: 

· The student must be currently enrolled in CSUN, with every expectation of being enrolled the semester following application, i.e, may not be graduating the semester of application.

· The student must have taken or be planning on taking classes on plants. Other formal or informal study of plants may be taken into consideration in addition to classes that are obviously botanical.
· Undergraduates must be enrolled in a minimum of nine units and graduates must be enrolled in a minimum of six units or be in their culminating experience (all but thesis) stage at CSUN.

· The student must have a minimum cumulative Grade Point Average of 3.0.

· In addition to the above, the application will be judged based on their written statement, their grades, and their recommendation.
Who will judge the applications?
A committee of faculty and/or staff shall review the pool of applications and recommend who should receive which award. The application materials will not be sent to the clubs.
Garden Club Scholarships
Statement of purpose: Applicants must provide an autobiographical description of 1-2 pages, double-spaced at 12 pt font. The statement must in some way address background, interests, career goals, and motivation for studying plants. The prose may also be judged stylistically as well as for content. In cases where it adds to the application, an addition page of drawings or photos may be attached.
