California Earned Income Tax Credit (CalEITC).

What To Bring:

o Proof of identification for yourself and, if married,
your spouse. Both spouses must be present.

» Social Security cards or individual taxpayer
identification cards (ITIN) or IRS notices for all
taxpayers listed on the return.

» Birthdates for you, your spouse, and any
dependents on the return.

o All W-2, 1099, and 1098 forms

» Deduction and credit information

» Total daycare payments and provider’s tax ID

»Forms 1095-A, 1095-B, 1095-C when applicable

o Last year’s tax return, if available.
